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New vocabulary can be daunting task for most students.  For many students the skills to use context clues to determine the meaning of words they are unfamiliar with comes naturally, for others it will be a life long struggle.  My personal goal in my classroom is to help my students come up with strategies that are applicable in their future endeavors, whatever those may be.  People are quick to judged on how well they can read and write “People often consider a strong vocabulary the hallmark of an educated person” pg. 66 Vocabulary Lessons. In todays job market it is more important than ever for students to present themselves in a positive light.  The class that I conducted my study on is called Senior Math.  This is a math class for 12th graders in a special education setting.  My students have a wide variety of disabilities ranging from LD, EI, AI, and OHI.   We work on what I like to refer to as “real math” or applicable math or challenges that most students will be facing in the next several years.   I also focus on many base educational skills that these students need to have reinforced.   My students are getting ready to go out into the real world and see firsthand what life is really about.  
I am very nervous for my students.  I feel that they are not prepared for what lays ahead of them.  I do believe that many of my students will be successful after high school.  I also believe the ones that will be successful are the ones that are aware of their disabilities and have learned to compensate in the areas that they struggle in.  With each day that my students get closer and closer to graduation, I get more and more nervous for them.  The two students that I choose to use for this are on opposite sides of this spectrum.  Bob feels he will be completely successful at the local community college.  When asked if he wants help from their special services department, he states “I’ll be fine.”   I am aware that some students perform differently when they move on from high school and end up having to pay for classes themselves.  I just feel that he might need a little more assistance then he thinks he’ll need.  He’s also not the type of student to ask for help from people he is not comfortable with.  Jan on the other hand is completely aware of how low her skills really are.  She is planning on attending Michigan Career and Technical Institute after graduation.  This is a school designed for students that had IEP’s prior to college.  It is completely free and will offer her housing.
The two students that I did my study on are students that I have taught in some capacity over the last three years; either in their special education class or in a co-taught class.  Bob is a 17 yrs 10 month male old senior and this year he is in my senior math class, last year he was in Algebra II, and back in tenth grade he was in my co-taught Physical Science class.  Bob came to this country when he was in the first grade from Albania with no English speaking ability.   After a couple weeks in the first grade class, the school administration thought it would a better fit if he moved to the second grade class.  He states that he has always struggled with education but does not feel that it has anything to with his ability to speak English.  When asked if he thought the fact that he spoke little or no English affected how he preformed in school he stated “well maybe, but I don’t think so”.  The primary language spoken at home is Albanian.  Bob has a sister that is eight and they speak English when they are together but when they are around anyone else in the family, they speak Albanian.  When I found out how long he has lived in this country, I was surprised being he still speaks with an heavy accent.   In a different conversation his accent came up and he told the class it was due to the fact that he speaks more Albanian at home than he does English.  I meet his mother at his IEP meeting this year; she was able to understand everything that I told her.  Although she needed Bob to translate what she was trying to express back to me.  The family is very supportive of Bob’s education and wants nothing more than to see him graduate.  On the few occasions that I have had to call home, I have to leave a message.  I had to call home twice this year, once last semester stating that Bob needed to complete a project in order to pass my class and the second time he was skipping his classes.  After the phone call, I had the project done within a week and Bob has not skipped a day of school since my last phone call.   Bob has only failed two classes in his high school career and is currently on track to graduate.   
Another issue that Bob’s accent causes is that he struggles with idioms and slang.  “Another source of difficulty is idioms.  This is especially true for English language learners”. pg. 243 Vocabulary and Readability; How Knowing Word Meanings Affects Comprehension. He usually comes to class about once a month with a question about a word or a term that he is not familiar with.   The other day Bob asked me “What does it mean if some says bless you”?   I asked him if he had just sneezed and he said no.  He said “I was walking up the stairs to my apartment and the lady in front of me got her purse stuck on the thing that you hold onto when you walk up the stairs.  You know, they thing you grab on to”.  I said “Yes, the arm rail?”. He said “ya, whatever. That, anyway. She got her purse stuck and her arms were full so I unhooked her purse strap and she said bless you. I didn’t know what she meant by that”.  I told him that it was her way of saying thank you.  Being from a religious house he said he liked that.  He also thinks some of our slang is funny.  He tells me that I always come up with some good ones, like when he told me he wanted to move out of his house and live on his own and I told him “the grass isn’t always greener on the other side of the fence”.  He was not sure what it meant but he could not stop laughing when I said it.  
Jan is a 17 years 6 month old female senior; in tenth grade she was in my English class, eleventh grade Algebra II, and this year senior math.  Jan was adopted by her foster parents when she was six.  She has three older brothers and two younger sisters; yes there are six of them and they are all adopted with her being the youngest.   She is currently living at a friend’s house that lives out of our school district because her mom has kicked her out of the house.  She has been living with her friend for the last six months now.  Some days she has trouble finding a ride to school due to the location of where she is staying. Before she was kicked out of her home she was not sure if she wanted to attend MTCI or the local community college. She is a good student, as far as behavior and grades.  Her caseload manager and I often discussed her living situation and we cannot figure out why she was kicked out.  Jan states that the reason she was kicked out was because she and her mother got into a fight which ended with her mother asking her to leave.   When she tried to return the following day she was denied access to her home.  She has never failed a class and is on track to graduate next month.  At this point she has decided that it is in her best interest to attend MTCI.  This will give her an education, a roof over her head, and the possibility of help finding a job.  Now that she is living with another family, periodically they express that it would be easier on them if Jan would move out due to financial reasons.  She is taking this opportunity to get all the help she can, MTCI offers different programs that she can become certified in.  After she receives the certifications that she wants MRS (Michigan Rehabilitation Services) will help find her a job.  
Here are the some of the student’s scores.  Bob’s verbal comprehension, working memory, and processing speed are all considered to low-average.  Perceptual reasoning is borderline.  Bob’s full scale IQ is 76, which is borderline.  His Reading comprehension is a 4.5 grade equivalent, word reading is a 7.7 grade equivalent, and decoding skills are low average.  His Comprehension is deficient.  His written expression is a 5.5, deficient; spelling is a 3.5, severely deficient.   His lexile scores are a 965 which is a 3rd grade equivalent.  His math calculating and reasoning skills are severely deficient.  He does not receive any other services and on a promising note, Bob is currently passing all of his classes 
Jan has a full scale IQ of 70, which is considered to borderline.  Her reading comprehension is a 3.6 which is severely deficient.  Her spelling is a 6.5, low average.  Her written expression 3.7, severely deficient.  Her math calculation and reasoning skills are severely deficient.   Her lexile score is a 2.6 grade equivalent.  
The lessons were presented to the entire class.  The class that these students are in only has six students.  This made it relatively easy to apply each lesson to the entire class and still focus on them independently.  I choose to focus on vocabulary with my students because this is clearly an area that all of my students struggle with.  I created a cloze passage (artifact 1.2) that introduced our vocabulary words for our new unit.  When teaching vocabulary in the past, I’ve simply given the students the list of the words and instructed them to look them up and then put them on flash card.  We’ve been practicing utilizing flash cards as a study skill.  It has not proven to be effective.  Even though they generally put the words on flash cards, they rarely practice on their own.  


The students were given the cloze passage “Living on My Own” (artifact 1.2) and a copy of the word bank (artifact 1.3).  They were instructed to read the passage and use the words to fill in the missing blanks in the story.  The new vocabulary words that were introduced were; landlord, tenant, term, security deposit, lease, eviction, rent, cosigner, default, premises, and default.  I made a decision to cover only 11 words because after reading the Vocabulary Instruction & Assessment PowerPoint, it points out “only about 10-15 words per week can be taught directly”.  Troia, G. The unit that we worked on pervious to this was called “Why I make the choices I do”.  They were asked to list three big decisions that they will have to make in the next six months.  The majority of the students listed moving out as one of their choices.  I’m doing the “Living on My Own” unit a little out of order.  I felt that it was important to cover because we’ll be discussing many things in this unit that might help students decide if in fact they really want or in fact could move out.  There are only 23 days left for the seniors.  I do not mind spending a little more time on this unit than planned if helps students come to a decision that is best for them personally.  


Before administering the pre-test I was a little concerned that the students were going to be very familiar with these words.  A majority of these students live in rental situations.  For the initial cloze passage Jan received 2 out 11 (18%) words correct (artifact 1.4) and Bob received 5 out of 11 (45%) words correctly (artifact 1.5).  The students were instructed to use words from the word bank only once.  Jan used the words “term” twice and it looks like she started to use “premises” for a second time.  The last entry in her passage is a little unclear as to which word she was trying to spell out.   She also only used the word “security” for the word “security deposit”.  Bob only used each word once.  

After the pre-tests were turned in, I asked the students to pick one term they left the least comfortable fill and complete the Vocabulary Word Map.  Using the word that the students had chosen for themselves; they were instructed to define the word, give a synonym for the word, use it in a sentence, and draw a picture.  Jan picked the term “eviction” for her vocabulary word map (artifact 1.6). Her definition in her own words was “when you get kicked out because you don’t have enough mone 2 pay a landlord”.  She did not use capitalization or punctuation in her sentence.  The rest of the class including these two was stuck on what a synonym was.  I had to do a short review on synonyms.  We had to review that synonyms are different words with almost identical or similar meanings.  Jan’s synonym for “eviction” was addiction.  I thought she did an excellent job of illustrating the word.  She drew a picture with what appears to be boxes and a T.V. on the outside of the house.  When asked to put it in a meaningful sentence she wrote “it sucks when people have 2 get eviction”.   The meaning of the sentence is correct but she put the wrong ending on eviction.  Also, in both sentences she put the number “2” instead of writing “two” our like it should be.  

Bob’s word that he used for his vocabulary map was “landlord” (artifact 1.7).   Before each section he had to ask for clarification on what needed to be done.   For the definition part he asked “how am I supposed to define it in my own words when I already know the real definition”?  He was able to write down the definition in his own words; he wrote “someone who leases you a house”.   His synonym was owner and he’s sentence was “my landlord need me to pay the rent”.  He did use capitalization but no punctuation.  His drawing was very well thought out as well. He drew a house with two people in front of it with a street and a couple of trees.  It appears like one person is walking up to the other person that is labeled landlord.  


The next part of the lesson was insuring that all of the students had the correct definitions and understood their meanings.  We went over the word maps as the class.  I picked one word map for each word.  Some of the words were not used because of the number of students in the class.  We went over the unused words as a class.  As we went over each word I wrote the correct definition on the SmartBoard and I had the students copy it down.  At this point in the lesson I had not corrected the cloze passages and was not sure how Jan and Bob scored.   When we had our oral discussion Bob knew every word expect default and premises.    Jan knew did not participate in the oral discussion as much as Bob did.  I was surprised when I graded his cloze that he only knew five of the terms and the two that he did not know orally he got correct on his passage.  

Once we completed that lesson we worked on a zip around game.  We played “I have” “who has”….. (artifact 1.8).  This was the first time we’ve played this game as a class.  It took some time to explain exactly how this game worked.  One student started off with a reading their card, ex. “I have Tenant.  Who has the owner of a property or building”.  Then the person with that correct definition would read their card “I have Landlord. Who has a rental agreement between a tenant and a landlord”.  This would continue until the person that read the first “I Have” has the answer their definition.   Due to the size of the class all but one of the students had two cards.  They did not like this but I thought it was a wonderful way for them to have more exposure to more words a have a better understanding of their association to each other.  The first time we played we all worked together to help get a feel for what was expected.  The second time around I timed them.  I would be keeping the times of each of my hours on the board.  Each class could work on improving their time each time they played.  Their time for the first game was two minutes and five seconds.  Our time was running out for the hour and I was starting to wrap up the class.  Most of the students really wanted to try the game one more time.  It was refreshing to see the excitement and desire to improve their time.  The next time they got 1:58. They left the lesson excited and felt good that they had made an improvement.  I ended the class with instructing them to look over their vocabulary at least twice before tomorrow’s class started. 

The second days lesson started off by practicing the “I have” “Who has”.  I gave them a few minutes to review their definitions before we got started.  We played twice and they ended with a time of 1:40.  I then explained that we would be creating a new way to organize our vocabulary and documenting our improvement as we study.  They needed a piece of construction paper, index cards, markers, scissors, and their definitions.  They were to fold the construction paper in half and then in half again, making it looks like a card.  Next, they will be cutting strips along the inside.  We’ll need as many slits as there are vocabulary words.  Students will then tape the outside part of the card, securing the strips they just cut to the card itself.  They will then cut 11 index cards to fit into each slot.  Each card will have the vocabulary word printed at the top and the definition will be written on the bottom part.  When placed in the slits they should only be able to see the vocabulary word.  On the back of the card they will keep a log of their practices.  There will be three columns; number correct, date, and the initials of the person they paired with.  Students will be required to practice their words ten times.  The first and the last practices will be with me.  

When I sat down to work with students on their first practices with the cards I also reviewed their vocabulary maps.   I handed Jan back her Vocabulary Word Map (artifact 1.6) and asked her to read aloud the sentences she created for putting the definition in her own words and her meaningful sentence.  She quickly caught her error in the usage of “eviction” and said “ops that should have been evicted”.  I told her she was correct.  I then asked if she saw anything else in her sentence structure that could be edited.  She looked at both sentences for about 30 seconds and told me she did not see anything else that needed to be corrected.   I told her there were six corrections that I thought might improve her sentence, with two corrections that was the same mistake in each sentence.  After some time she did notice the “2” should have been written out as “two”.  She was still struggling to see anything else that need to be fixed.   I then suggested that she look at her capitalization and her punctuation.   Once I said this, she became aware that she did not place periods at the end of the sentence nor did she capitalize the beginning of the sentences.   I covered up the sentence that she created on her own and asked her “How do you spell money”?  She spelled it correctly, when I uncovered her sentence she blushed and said “oh, opps.  I knew that”.  I asked her to explain her picture and she replied by saying, “Those are boxes with all my stuff outside”.  I complemented her on how well she illustrated the word in a drawing.  I then asked her about her synonym for the word “Eviction”.   I asked her if she remembered was talking about the meaning of a synonym. Her response was “I thought it meant that they sound the same, you know synonym-similar.  So that’s why I wrote “addiction” as a synonym for “eviction” because you know they sound the same”.   I re-explained what a synonym was and gave her an example ……  Once I thought she understood, I asked her again if she could think of a synonym for the word “eviction”.  She said she could only think about the one that we already discussed in class “Owner”.  

When we did our practice she missed all but one word.   The one word that she got correct was “eviction”.  Jan was recently kicked out of her house so I think that the word “eviction” really means something to her.  She’s able to apply it to herself personally which helps her remember the meaning better.   When we went over the terms using the card that she just created she got 1 out of 11.  After each one that she missed, I read her the definition and then I had her read the definition out loud as well.  This score was lower than her original passage score.  The only word she got correct was “eviction”.   


I then worked with Bob.  We reviewed what he had written down for his vocabulary word map as well.  The definition that he used in his own words was “Someone who leases you a house”.  He included capitulation and punctuation on his sentence.  His use of the meaning in a sentence was “My landlord need me to pay the rent”.   When I had him read this sentence out loud he added the “s” on the word “need”.  When he was done with the sentence he pointed to the word “need” and said “I should have put an “s” on that.” I asked him “is there anything else missing from that sentence”?  And he replied “I did not put a period here either” while pointing to the end of the sentence.  I asked him to explain his illustration to me he said “that’s me” pointing to the guy in the street, “walking up to my landlords house and paying”.  He also did a great job drawing his definition of the word.  For his synonym he used the word “Owner”.  When I first asked them to complete this chart, Bob was very agitated by the assignment.  He thought it was dumb to ask us to draw a picture of a word.  When I told him did a great job on his map he was very pleased with himself.  Both students did very well when having to illustrate the vocabulary word of their choosing.  “The imagery link provides a picture of the definition of the unknown word interacting with a picture of the key word”. Pg. 311 What Research Says About Vocabulary Instruction for Students With Learning Disabilities?  

When I practiced the words with Bob he only missed one word.  He forgot the meaning of “default”.   He only received 5 out of 11 on his pre-cloze passage.  Bob was also very resistant to play the “I have” “Who has” game.  The first time he played and did not complain.  After that he was very upset with the other students for wanting to continue.  He felt that he completely understood the definitions and did not need any more practice.  


For the third and the fourth day’s lesson, I simply reinforced what we had already covered.  We played our “I have” “Who has” game twice a day.  Bob was not as upset the following day when asked to participate. Once I got him to focus on improving the time it became a competitive goal for him. I also gave the students the last 10-15 minutes to practices their own and have students in the class quiz them and sign their logs.   These new vocabulary words are also being reinforced as part of our lesson that we were working on.   


On the last days lesson I started the class off with one last round of “I have” “Who has”.  Their final time was 1:05.  They were so excited.  I then went around to each student for their final log on their vocabulary cards. Bob got 11 out of 11 correct.  He knew every single one of them.  He was so excited that he was bragging to everyone in the class.  “However, not all knowledge helps one understand texts” pg. 245 Vocabulary and Readability: How Knowing Word Meanings Affects Comprehension.  When I practiced with Jan for the last time, she got 5 out of 11 correct.  She did not know the meaning of tenant, lease, security deposit, cosigner, default, and premises.  She never got more than 5 correct on any of her practice entries.   


I than gave them the post-cloze passage.  Bob received 8 out of 11, which is a 73% (artifact 5.2).  Jan received 5 out of 11, which is a 45 %( artifact 5.3).  This was an increase of 28% for Bob and a 27% increase in Jan’s score.  Even though their scores increased Jan still only knows 45% of her words, which is not a passing grade.  Bob and Jan both have a very low working memory and processing scores.  They both have boardline full scale IQ’s as well.  They also have severely deficient scores in reading comprehension. I knew that reading text and applying words to that text would be very difficult for them.  We were all very excited to see any growth in their scores at all.  Now, it would be interesting to see if they retained the knowledge of these words in a few weeks.  


The fact that Bob scored so well on his practice rounds supports his reading comprehension scores.  He is very unsure of his vocabulary in written context.  When asked what the words mean orally he can explain them with 100% accuracy.  I witnessed this with Bob and Jan on a daily basis.  They are very capable of discussing information much better than they can read or write it.  

Their reading, writing, mathematical skills, and comprehension will cause them many struggles in their future… in whatever they choice they decide as a career path.  I think for Jan it may be a little easier because she’s aware of how she performs educationally.  Bob on the other hand is not aware or is not ready to see things for how they are.   They have both struggled so much through their entire educational careers,  I hope that things get easier for them after some time.  

They will struggle with filling out applications, reading instructions/manuals when they start a job, menus (if they work in the field), letters employers post for everyone to read, simple math equations, counting money, etc.   As a warm-up for my math class I give students a worksheet that’s called minute math.  They get one minute to complete 63 problems in a particle number set.  We started three months ago and Bob is on addition of 3’s and Jan is on addition for 2’s.  They only have to get 50/63 correct three times in order to move to the next level.  These are basic skills that people need for day to day survival.  


Jan has never had a job so I’m glad that she will be utilizing MRS to help her in the process once she is ready. Bob has worked odds and ends jobs with different family members.  I think that this will be Bob’s path for some time.  I do believe that he is a hard enough worker that he will make it work. I do not think this will be the easiest path but I do think he will be employed at all times.  


It is not likely that their scores will change or grow after graduating high school.  They would have to be extremely motivated to insure that this happened.  “For vocabulary growth to occur after the middle grades, children must be exposed to words that are rare by this definition.  Again it is print that provides many more such word-learning opportunities”.  Pg. 10 What reading Does for the Mind.  Unfortunately these types of students do not like to read.  No matter how many times we discuss the importance of reading, they will not do it independently.

  I think that in my future classes I will be adding silent reading.  I will also be adding more written work.  It’s important that students understand that all aspects of language is intertwined, including when it comes to math problems.  I also plan on reading orally to my students.  I think that many of these students do not have exposure of being read to or listening to written work.  “You can also expose students to literature that expands their vocabularies by reading aloud, thus giving them access to a level of literature that might be too difficult for many of the students to read independently”.  Pg. 69 Vocabulary    
I feel that the overall output of the lessons went very well with the students showed improvement in their scores.  They also learned a few techniques on remembering vocabulary. The vocabulary cards could be used for studying any subject.  Looking back I think my two lessons could have been a comprehension and a vocabulary lesson.  This would have allowed them to focus on two areas they are deficient in and show that comprehension and vocabulary support each other.  “Vocabulary knowledge is strongly correlated to reading comprehension, so closely correlated that some researchers use the tow almost synonymously”. Pg 241 Vocabulary and Readability: How Knowing Word Meanings Affects Comprehension.

Play one or two rounds of “I have” “who has….”  This should be timed.  Write the shorter time on the board next to the hour of that class.   The entire class will walk through one round to insure that everyone in the class has an understanding of how the game is played.  
Students will also be creating an organizer to keep their vocabulary and use as a study tool.


They will take a piece of construction paper and fold it into fours.  It should look like a card once it has been folded

When you open the card you will cut stripes from the outside of the page all the way into the crease or the middle of the card.   Do not cut completely though as you will need to do the same thing on the other said.  There should be one stripe per word.

You will bind the outside of the cards with tape.

Then you will use index cards and slip them into the pockets you’ve created.   You want to leave enough space on the index card to write your vocabulary words.

Once you’ve placed all of your index cards in the pockets they will need to be labeled.  One vocabulary word per index card.

On the portion that slips into the pocket you’ll need to write the definition on it.  

The front of the card can be labeled however you’d like.  

You will create a Log on the back, label it

Number correct



Date



Initials  

You will need 10 different log entries showing that your practiced your words.  The first and the last entries should be with the teacher.  

Under each column you should label as such:

Number correct-the number you got right


Date-the date you practiced

Initials-the person you practiced with

Students will need to complete their vocabulary card and show it to you before the end of the hour.   They will also need to do their first practice with the teacher before the end of the hour.
